Our attitude is the primary force that will determine whether we
succeed or fail spiritually. How do you approach things? Do you often
see difficulty in every opportunity, or do you see an opportunity in every
difficulty?

See Philippians 3:8-13. His attitude was essential for his spiritual success!

Matthew 26 concludes by telling us
he went out and wept bitterly. He could have
allowed this failure to wreck his life. However,
his attitude propelled him to rise out of the
ashes of failure to become one of the leading
apostles in the early years of the church. It has
been said that the opportunities of life lie di-
rectly in our problems. Thomas Edison wrote,
there is much more opportunity than there are
people to see it. Use the problems that confront
you as opportunities to grow your spiritual life
and trust in God.

Christianity can be an extremely liberating experi-
ence. It frees us from the weight of sin and gives us a way
to lead a focused and purpose filled life. An optimistic
spirit can help us accomplish our spiritual goals. Re-
member, as long as we live, we are forming, changing,
and reinforcing our attitude. You can change for the
better! Are you aiming toward spiritual success? Not
that [ have already obtained it or have already become
perfect, but I press on so that I may lay hold of that for
which also I was laid hold of by Christ Jesus. Brethren,
I do not regard myself as having laid hold of it yet; but
one thing I do: forgetting what lies behind and reaching
forward to what lies ahead, I press on toward the goal
for the prize of the upward call of God in Christ Jesus,
Philippians 3:12-14.
