Lessons From An Airport Customs Sign

When returning from a trip to the Philippines a few years back, I 
saw an interesting sign at the Los Angeles airport customs gate that read:  
“Claim it, Dump it or Pay the Price.”

Airport security in our country is at an all-time high. Our government 
is determined to protect this nation from smuggling, illegal drugs, disease, 
unlawful immigration, terrorism and crime.  As you take the long walk 
through the airport terminal you know that you are about to undergo a 
diligent inspection and you are warned: “Claim it, dump it or pay the price!” 
Consider the spiritual lessons learned from the Airport Custom Sign. 

Claim it
Airport officials are making it clear by this sign, that if you are carrying 

any goods that need to be declared or taxed, or if you have anything illegal, 
it is better for you to claim it now, than to hide it and get caught. You 
would be wise to do the same with your soul. One day you will undergo 
a spiritual inspection that will determine your eternal fate. “We must all 
appear before the judgment seat of Christ, that each one may receive the 
things done in the body, according to what he has done, whether good or 
bad” (2 Corinthians 5:10; Romans 14:11; Philippians 2:10). Right now 
you are taking that long walk up to the judgment seat. Every day you are 
getting closer and closer. And as you walk, God is warning you to claim 
it. We all have sins that we need to claim, or confess (Romans 3:23). We 
must confess our sins and repent (Acts 2:38; Luke 13:3; 1 John 1:9). The 
soul that tries to hide and deny his sins will face severe judgment. “He who 
covers his sins will not prosper, but whoever confesses and forsakes them 
will have mercy” (Proverbs 28:13). Confess your trespasses to one another 
( James 5:16). Have you sinned against your parents, spouse, brethren, self, 
or God? Claim it, make things right and find forgiveness. 

Dump it
Get rid of everything that is illegal. A criminal cannot expect to get 

away with carrying firearms or illegal drugs through airport customs. The 
government is giving a final warning before the security inspection, saying 
that you had better get rid of anything illegal. They are sending the message:

we will not allow you to bring anything harmful into 
our county. Likewise God is warning you right now as 
you approach the judgment day. He will not allow you 
or anyone to bring sin into heaven (Isaiah 59:1-3). This 
is your last opportunity. God says dump it. “Let us lay 
aside every weight, and the sin which so easily ensnares 
us, and let us run with endurance the race that is set 
before us” (Hebrews 12:1). God promises to dump your 
sins overboard if you repent and obey his will. He will 
cast all our sins into the depths of the sea (Micah 7:19). 
Stop sinning and find newness of life (Romans 6:1-4). 

Or, Pay the Price!
The airport customs sign finally warns you, get 

right or you will be caught and forced to pay a severe 
penalty. Too many souls think they will be able to get 
away with sin (Proverbs 1:20-33; Isaiah 2). No sinner 
shall escape the judgment seat of God.  “A false witness 
will not go unpunished, and he who speaks lies will 
not escape” (Proverbs 19:5).  “Be sure your sin will find 
you out” (Numbers 32:23). The blessing for all of us is 
that Jesus paid the price for our sins (1 Peter 1:18-19). 
Though we are guilty and deserving of punishment we 
can be free (Romans 6:23). Why would you face God 
on the day of judgment unprepared? If you do so you 
will have to pay the unthinkable price of sin. “In flaming 
fire taking vengeance on those who do not know God, 
and on those who do not obey the gospel of our Lord 
Jesus Christ. These shall be punished with everlasting 
destruction from the presence of the Lord and from the 
glory of His power” (2 Thessalonians 1:8-9). Claim it, 
dump it, or pay the price!

When Jesus was transfigured, displaying 
His glory before Peter, James, and John, He was on a 
mountain (Matthew 17:1). When Jesus was giving a 
difficult teaching concerning the fate of Jerusalem, He 
and His apostles were sitting on a mountain, almost as 
if looking over the city as a visual illustration of His 
message (Mark 13:3). This would be the same setting 
Jesus would choose for a time of prayer and reflection 
before His arrest and crucifixion (Mark 14:26). It was 
on a hill outside of Jerusalem, Calvary, where the Son of 
God, the One who spoke the mountains into existence, 
was slain for the sins of the world.

It's interesting to me that the creator of the world 
made a habit of traveling up on the mountain.  Memorable 
events in God's story took place on top of mountains. 
Abraham went to offer his son on a mountain in Moriah 
(Genesis 22). Moses received the 10 commandments 
on Mount Sinai (Exodus 19-20). Elijah defeated the 
prophets of Baal on Mount Carmel (1 Kings 18). Isaiah 
prophecies of a mighty mountain, exalted above all oth-
ers, to which all the nations will come.  

Many who have climbed mountains have expressed 
the feeling of being closer to God. It could be that the 
higher we ascend on earth's mountains, the further we 
distance ourselves from the world's distractions. Scaling 
those great heights we find ourselves surrounded by the 
grandeur of God's creation, hearing nothing but the 
beating of our heart and our heavy breaths, as we endure 
the steep climb. It is there we can better meet our God, 
not in some kind of mystical, emotional, supernatural 
sensation. Rather when we separate ourselves from the 
endless distractions of the world and surround ourselves 
with the beauty of God's creation, we allow for ourselves 
a moment of uninterrupted focus on the almighty.

We need more of this. Maybe not driving to a literal 
mountain and climbing it. But time in silence with God. 
Time away from the noise of everyday demands. Maybe 
a bench in a park. Maybe a hill overlooking your city. 
Maybe a trail you can walk, or sitting in the night's sky 
overlooking the stars. We need that kind of time in our 
life. Time where we can devote our thoughts and our 
words to Christ. Time when we can rearrange our hearts, 
our priorities to their proper focus - Christ's Kingdom 
(Matt. 6:33). Do you have a place you can go? Have you 
spent time alone with God lately? Make some time this 
week. Find a place where you can take in the splendor 
of God's creation, be reminded of God's power and 
majesty - a place where you can purely focus on your 
God. Climb your mountain.

Many people consider God’s dealings with man and 
this universe to be comparable to someone’s just winding 
up a watch, and then letting it run; just setting a thing 
in motion, and then backing off merely to observe what 
happens.  But hear the words of the prophet Hanani: 
“For the eyes of Jehovah run to and fro throughout the 
whole earth, to show himself strong in the behalf of 
them whose heart is perfect toward him.” (2 Chronicles 
16:9).  The principle is thus set forth that when one 
has the kind of heart God desires, that God is eager to 
bestow His blessings upon him according to his needs.

Timothy 2:19).

Consider some passages which contain promises of 
God's care for His children.  In giving the Great Com-
mission, Jesus assured His disciples,  "And, lo I am with 
you always, even unto the end of the world," (Matthew 
28:20).  The Hebrew Christians who were in danger of 
apostasy were admonished with God's promise, "For 
himself hath said, I will in no wise fail thee, neither will 
I in any wise forsake thee.  So that with good courage 
was say, The Lord is my helper, I will not fear; What 
shall man do unto me?" (Hebrews 13:6).

While those who are not Christians are wrapped 
up in "the care of the world, and the deceitfulness of 
riches, and the lusts of other things" (Mark 4:19), 
Christians are told, "But seek ye first his kingdom, and 
his righteousness; and all these things (essential of 
Life, L.M.) shall be added unto you." (Matthew 6:33).  
Strength to be a Christian, and to have the priorities 
of this letter passage, is supplied by God.  "I can do all 
things in him that strengthens me". (Phil. 4:13).  may we 
be of assistance to you, Reader Friend, that you might 
become a child of God, and receive all the blessings He 
provides for His children?
