To wait on God takes faith and courage. We must remember in His
time. God will right the wrongs and punish the evil (Ecclesiastes 3:11).
As we live by faith, we have this blessed assurance that “those who wait



on the Lord shall renew their strength; they shall mount
up on wings like eagles, they shall run and not be weary,
they shall walk and not faint” (Isaiah 40:31).

At the beginning
of the semester, he was fortunate enough to receive one
of the more desirable student employment positions on
campus. Just two days earlier, his supervisor told him
that he would lose the job the next semester because
“somebody’s nephew” wanted it.

On the third day, late in the afternoon, this young
man finally spoke. He had arrived at his conclusion on
life, and he was prepared to state his profound observa-
tion. “Life is not fair.”

Which is the greater wonder? Thata nineteen-year-
old would arrive at such a conclusion on life? Or that
this young man had lived nineteen years without ever
realizing this truth?

Life is not fair. God never said it would be. In
a sin-cursed world, it cannot be. The preacher said,
“There is something else meaningless that occurs on
