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“And this is the message we have received of 
Him, and declare  

unto you…” (1 John 1:5)
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Be Thankful to Him!

“Know that the Lord, He is God; It is He who has made us, and not 
we ourselves; We are His people and the sheep of His pasture. Enter 
into His gates with thanksgiving, and into His courts with praise. 
Be thankful to Him, and bless His name” (Psalm 100:3-4). 

It is the time of year that we celebrate the Thanksgiving Holiday. It 
is a celebration that goes back to the earliest settlers in Plymouth, Mas-
sachusetts.  The colonists had suffered many losses and were found to be 
in extreme difficulty. The time was described as “the settlers digging seven 
times as many graves as they built homes for the settlers.” However, as 
terrible as this time was, the settlers chose not to focus on their setbacks 
but rather to express their thanksgiving to God.  The Psalmist in Psalm 
100 speaks to the reasons why we should be thankful to God. 

God Is Our Creator and Sustainer
A thankful heart is about the perspective that each one has of himself. 

We need to remember that God is the Creator of everything, and without 
God, we do not exist.  We could not even sustain ourselves. Paul at Mars 
Hill told them about God and said, “for in Him we live and move and 
have our being” (Acts 18:28). The physical blessings in life are numerous 
and more numerous than we can count, but God has also sustained us in 
our spiritual life.  Without God, we are lost spiritually with no hope. So 
may our perspective on life be affected by remembering that the “Lord, 
He is God.  It is He who has made us and not we ourselves.”    

We are His People.
Since God is our Creator and our Sustainer, it only seems logical 

that we are His people.  We are His property.  Therefore, we should be 
doing as He desires for us to do in our lives.  Being the people of God, 
we should worship, extol all the praise, adoration, and thanksgiving to 
Him.  The Psalmist refers to us as His people and His sheep. It is these 
two descriptions that show the closeness and endearing relationship God 
desires to have with us.  This relationship is so important to God, and He

gave His only begotten Son to pay the penalty for our 
sins ( John 3:16).  May we come to know this relation-
ship, and may it change our perspective to be an attitude 
of thanksgiving.

Come to Worship God.
The result of what Psalmist has reminded us is that 

we will come to worship God in the way He deserves 
to be worshipped. To praise Him with the life that we 
live. A life that blesses the name of the Lord and finds 
thanksgiving even when the storms of life come. May 
we come to develop this attitude of life.

History is full of human rulers who sat in majestic 
palaces and demanded the respect of those who entered 
their presence. But regardless of their ornate apparel and 
commanding voices, those human rulers were simply 
men. While men might have quivered in their throne 
rooms, they did not dissolve into dust by gazing at the 
glory of kings.

Beholding the Almighty King of the universe is 
a different matter entirely. When Moses asked to see 
the face of God, he was told: “you cannot see my face, 
for man shall not see me and live” (Exodus 33:20). The 
full glory of the King of Kings is such that mortal man 
is inherently unable to behold it without destruction. 
This point was so well understood that many in the 
Old Testament even feared to have conversations with 
angels (Genesis 32:20, Judges 6:22-23, 13:22). During 
the days of Moses, when God spoke to the people from 
Mount Sinai and revealed himself in a shrouded form 
of smoke and fire, the Israelites were amazed they lived 
to tell the tale: “Behold, the Lord our God has shown 
us his glory and greatness, and we have heard his voice 
out of the midst of the fire. This day we have seen God 
speak with man, and man still live” (Deuteronomy 5:24).

God gave several of his prophets diluted visions of 
his grandeur before sending them to preach his mes-
sages. Ezekiel is a good example of both the awesome 

glory of God and the proper human response. In Ezekiel 
chapter one, the prophet first saw a stormy wind coming 
from the north with flashes of fire and something like 
gleaming metal. Out of this ominous storm he saw four 
“living creatures” with wings and multiple faces. Beside 
the creatures was the appearance of wheels within wheels 
that were full of eyes. Above this remarkable picture 
was a throne, upon which God himself was seated in 
an appearance of fire, gleaming metal, and rainbow. All 
of this was described by Ezekiel as “the appearance of 
the likeness of the glory of the Lord” (Ezekiel 1:28). 
As glorious as this vision was, it was still several steps 
removed from the truest form of God’s glory. But what 
was the prophet’s reaction? “And when I saw it, I fell 
on my face.”

Do you and I fall on our faces, too? Some people 
tremble with excitement and fear to shake the hand of a 
human celebrity, but they think of the God of the Bible 
with a yawn. Some people pour over magazines and 
internet articles to gain juicy details about Ben Affleck’s 
current relationship status, but they have not given at-
tention to the messages of the Holy One. If we are living 
on his earth, we are standing in his throne room. Those 
who accept his son’s sacrifice on the cross are allowed to 
“behold the glory of the Lord” with “unveiled face,” as 
we are transformed to reflect His glory (2 Corinthians 
3:18). Have you trembled before your King?
