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The Power of Faith!

“He did not waver at the promise of God through unbelief; but was 
strengthened in faith, giving glory to God”  – (Romans 4:20). 
Geoffrey Gorsuch was flying his small plane in the middle of a severe 

storm in 1989.  Due to the storm, Gorsuch could not operate his aircraft 
because he could not see more than 20 feet ahead.  From the ground, 
signals were sent to radios and aircraft navigation aids.  The purpose of 
the devices was to guide the aircraft through the storms such as the one 
in which Gorsuch found himself.  In times of storms, there can be much 
confusion, and the natural senses seem to think the equipment is not 
operating correctly.  In these times, pilot error is almost inevitable.  Pilots 
are trained to trust the equipment.  Gorsuch did just that in the storm, and 
as he came out of the clouds, the aircraft was 100 feet from the runway.  
The plane was in the perfect position for the landing.  Gorsuch reduces 
the power and speed and allows the aircraft to land.  All Gorsuch did 
was trust the equipment.

Paul is writing to Christians, reminding them of the power faith has 
in the lives of God’s people.  Abraham is the example Paul uses to remind 
us of one who had a strong, powerful belief in God.  Let us consider some 
benefits a strong, powerful faith has in life. 	

We No Longer Have the Need to Worry About the Future.  To the 
Philippians, Paul wrote, “Be anxious for nothing” (Philippians 4:6).  Peter 
writes to Christians, “Casing all your care upon Him, for He cares for 
you” (1 Peter 5:7).  Paul and Peter are instructing Christian’s to remember 
to trust in the God we serve.  If we only trust what we understand and 
what we can see, we really do not have faith.  Faith comes as we trust God 
for the outcomes we do not know.  In the Sermon on the Mount, Jesus 
repeatedly emphasizes, “do not worry,” and trust God (Matthew 6:25-
34).  What a great benefit it is when we can live our lives trusting God 
and let Him work things out according to what He sees and knows best.

We Can Experience Joy.  Paul again tells the Philippians, “Being

confident of this very thing, that He who has begun a 
good work in you will complete it until the day of Jesus 
Christ” (Philippians 1:6).  As we come to Christ and 
submit our lives to Him, we are beginning a life that 
God will use to work in us.  We are free from sin, we 
have hope for things much better than this life has to 
offer us, and we are transforming our lives to live in the 
image of Christ.  Therefore, we understand it is not always 
as it appears in life.  Since that is the case, we can find 
joy in things that, from the earthly view, do not appear 
to be joyful (cf. Hebrews 12:3).  A strong faith in God 
and His promises will help us in the transformation of 
our lives, overcoming sin, and help us to experience a 
life filled with joy.

We Become Immovable.   Paul told the Corinthians, 
“Be steadfast, immovable, always abounding in the work 
of the Lord, knowing that your labor in not in vain in 
the the Lord” (1 Corinthians 15:58).  Our faith comes 
from the word of God (Romans 10:17).  As we live 
by faith and build our lives on the word of God, we 
are building on a rock.  Jesus teaches that the rock is 
immovable (Matthew 7:24-27).  It is sure, certain, and 
steadfast.  Believing in God and living by faith and not 
by our feelings, we will be unchangeable and immovable.  

May we all develop our faith to be a strong faith in 
God. It will help us overcome worry, have joy and be 
immovable in our service to God.

“Do you have any other sons?” Samuel asked.

“Yes,” replied Jesse. “My young son, David, who’s in 
the pasture tending to the sheep.”

It was this ruddy, young lad, who was God’s chosen 
and became not only a great King in Israel but an ances-
tor in the linage of Jesus.

The Lord’s advice to Samuel played out as He said.
